Oct. 18 St Luke (Evangelist)

St Luke wrote the third Gospel. He was with St Paul on his second
missionary journey and during his imprisonment in Rome. He was a
physician and his Gospel shows Jesus as friend of outcasts , sinners and
the under priveledged of the time.

No one is excluded

God often experiences refusal and rejection on the part of
those he offers his gifts to. But his love knows nothing of
discouragement. That is why in today’s Gospel, he sends his
servants to go out to all the hyways and byways and invite
everyone they meet, both good and bad, without any
distinctions. It is striking that bad people are also invited. Our
Lord excludes no one from his call. The invitation that many
had rejected is now offered to people who previously had not
been part of his acquaintances, people with no relation to him.
Men and women from every background and social condition,
even those who do not pray or even know much about God —
all are called to holiness, to share in the glory of heaven. No
one is excluded. God’s generous invitation to participate in
heavenly glory is gratuitous and universal.

The one indispensable condition is to wear the ‘wedding
garment’(see Gospel) that is to have a repentant heart, to
embrace a way of life that gives testimony to love for God and

neighbour.
