St Joseph 
St Joseph, whose feast day is today (Saturday) has never had it so good, 

or at least he’s never had such a friend as in Pope Francis. The pope 

announced that from Dec. 8th 2020 the church would have a special Year 

of St Joseph. It would honour “the man who goes unnoticed, a 

daily, discreet and hidden presence, who nonetheless 

played an incomparable role in the history of salvation” In 

being tender, open to the demands of faith, obedient, creatively 

courageous and humble, Pope Francis says St Joseph is a model for all 

of us. 

There are only five episodes involving St joseph in the gospels: the 

annunciation; the Nativity; the presentation of the child Jesus in the 

Temple; as refugee to Egypt; and the loss and discovery of the boy 

Jesus in the Temple in Jerusalem. One can see why the earliest church 

may have been slow to make a fuss of him. He is not recorded as ever 

saying anything in the New Testament-not a word. He should be the 

patron saint of shy, hard-working backroom players who say little but do 

a lot.
