spiritual formation from St Mel and stayed for a while in Ardagh. She 

founded a convent in Kildare.

of the altar. 

Feb. 3rd                                     St Blaise   

The traditional blessing of the throats wiil tke place after Mass on 

Friday evening. 

A PORTRAIT OF JESUS 

The beatitudes in today’s gospel reading could be understood 

as a portrait of Jesus himself, a kind of self portrait. They 

describe his core attitudes and values. He more than anyone 

else is poor in spirit, trusting in God above all else; he is 

gentle; he is the one who mourns because people are not 

doing what God wants, and who, himself, hungers and 

thirsts to do God’s will; he is merciful to all who are broken 

in body or spirit; he is pure in heart in that his heart is not 

divided but totally given over to the love of God and the 

service of all God’s people; he is the peacemaker  who seeks 

by his life and his death to reconcile all people to God and to 

each other. He is the one who was prepared to be persecuted 

in the doing of God’s will and in the carrying out of God’s 

purpose. 

If the beatitudes are a portrait of Jesus, thay are also a 

portrait of what we are called to be as followers of Jesus. The 

beatitudes announce  that those who live by these attitudes and 

values are blessed because of the future God has in store for
