Jubilee Year
On Christmas Eve, Pope Francis opened the Holy Door to begin a Jubilee Year. It will be an ordinary Holy Year – in accordance with the tradition of the church to celebrate such a year every 25 years, to give every generation a chance to experience that special time of grace and mercy in their life.
The Holy Father Francis wants the coming Jubilee Year 2025 to be lived as a “Year of hope” “Pilgrims in hope” is the motto of the jubilee 2025.

The jubilee logo, named Luce (light) shows four figures, representing all humanity coming from the four corners of the earth . They embrace each other to indicate the solidarity  and fraternity which should unite all peoples. The rough waves under the figures  symbolizes the fact that life’s pilgrimage does not always  go smoothly in calm waters. The anchor is a symbol of hope.
The jubilee has always been an event of great spiritual and social significance in the life of the church. Ever since 1300 when Pope Boniface V111 instituted the first Holy Year God’s holy and faithful people have experienced this celebration as a special time of grace and the forgiveness of sins.
