July 6th                                St Maria Goretti (1890- 1902) 

Maria Goretti died at the young age of 12 defending herself against a 

sexual assault. She was stabbed to death in defence of her virtue. Her 

shrine is in the coastal town of Nettuno, south of Rome. 

Churches Re-open 
All over the country, this weekend churches re-open for public worship 

on a limited bases. Churches have been closed since March 15th, fifteen 

weeks. This has been a particularly difficult time for families who have 

had a bereavement during this time as they were unable to have a proper 

funeral. 

This week’s opening of churches is a limited one. Churches are not 

expected to have more than 50 worshipers present regardless of the size 

of the church or cathedral. 

There is no obligation to attend Mass at this time. The elderly and those 

with underlining conditions should continue to pray at home. Perhaps 

they could consider attending Mass during the week when the risks to 

their health will be less. 

Worshipers are to enter by the main door and exit by the side doors, and 

use the sanitizers provided. If you pick up a Mass leaflet please bring it 

home with you. Do not return it to the tray at the door. Drop your weekly 

envelope or donation into the baskets provided.
