May 13th                      Our Lady of Fatima
Between May 13 and October 13, 1917, three Portugese children received apparitions of Our Lady at Cova da Iria, near Fatima, a city 110 miles north of Lisbon. Mary asked the children to pray the rosary for world peace.Mary gave the children three secrets. The first secret concerned devotion to the Immaculate Heart of Mary. The second was a vision of hell and the third was revealed in 2000 and it predicted the assassination attempt on Pope John Paul 11 in St Peter’s Square on May 13 1983.

Expectant Faith
