Feb 11th                       Our Lady of Lourdes 

On February 11th 1854 a young lady appeared to Bernadette 

Soubirous in Lourdes in the south of France. During 

interrogations Bernadette described what she saw, “a pretty 

young girl with a rosary over her arm. There was a yellow 

rose on each foot. Today is world day of prayer for the sick 

and housebound.

These two Greek brothers were brilliant teachers,missionaries and are 

now patrons of Europe. Legend has it that Methodius in a feverish 

period of activity translated the whole bible into Slavonic in eight 

months. 

Setbacks 
Today’s Gospel tells us how Jesus surprised Simon (Peter) by 

climbing into his boat and going out a little from the shore to 

teach the people. Then Jesus made another surprising move by 

asking Simon to put out into the deep and lowering his net for 

a catch. 

It is Simon’s trusting obedience that prompts the miraculous 

catch of fish. When we come with generosity to his service , 

Jesus accomplishes great things in us. 

This is how Jesus deals with each of us: He asks us to 

welcome him into the boat of our life, to begin again with Him 

and set out on a new sea that turns out to be full of surprises. 

Jesus’ invitation gives new meaning to our existance. 

The greatest miracle accomplished by Jesus for Simon and the 

other tired fishermen is not so much the nets filled with fish, 

but to have helped them to not fall victim to disappointment 

and discouragement in the face of setback.
